To qualify for a scholarship, an applicant must meet the following 
criteria: 
 

1. Must be a practicing Catholic. 
2. Must have 75% attendance at Religious Education classes for all 

four years of high school. 
3. Must be an active participating member of the Church community.   
4. Must plan to attend a college, university, vocational or trade 

school. 
5. Must have at least 6 hours community service. 
6. Must have a final passing GPA that represents at least a “C”.  

(Special consideration will be given to all students who might have 
attended other educational programs). 

 

Note: Commuting students who attend and participate in the St. 
Stanislaus Parish Community may request a letter from the St.
